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CONDITIONS FOR CAMPERS

All those considering applying for a place in this camp are advised to read the following and apply only if they are
interested in fulfiling the objectives of the camp and willingly take part in the camp activities and following camp rules:-

1. The object of the camp is to introduce the Sikh way of life to the campers, bring awareness about Sikh religion,
culture and history and to inspire them to be proud of their identity. The camp programme will include religious
sessions, prayers, Nithem, Kirtan, lectures and use of audiovisual aids to achieve these objectives. The
attendance and active participation of all campers in these programmes is compulsory.

2. All campers are expected to:
(a) Dress modestly and not indulge in display of fashion.
(b) Be polite to the organisers and to one another and co-operate with staff in ali matters.

(c) Wiilingly accept the arrangements made by the organisers in respect of travel, accommodation etc.
3. Serious action will be taken against those who indulge in physical or verbal aggression.

4. The camp organisers reserve the right to send home any camper on account of ill health or indiscipiline
at camper’s own risk and expense. NO FEES WILL BE REFUNDED.

5. Any camper who uses or promotes the use of alcohol or drugs in any form shall be dismissed from the camp
and parent/guardian will be asked to remove such camper from the camp immediately at own cost.

6. The camp organisers may issue further instructions during the camp to run the camp efficiently.

7. The use of_Mobile telephones will not be allowed and, if brought by any one, will be confiscated for the duration

of the camp.
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
